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            Have you ever sat and wondered what was wrong with the world?  Perhaps the scale is not so 
large and you are more concerned with our community, or the economy.  I think in solving everyone’s 
problems we have missed a key element: the human factor.  Many times we as people feel we have the 
answers for the world, our family, our jobs; we are in control.  The answers to the fundamental questions 
in our lives can be found in ourselves, from our bankers, our doctors, even our brother-in-law.  But how 
can imperfect people, with selfish ambitions have the answers for others when they cannot even be found 
within us?  Generally our ambitions are for happier lives and families, more possessions or even more 
spirituality.  We are acutely aware of what we want, and believe it to be what we need, and are even naïve 
enough to think why we need it.  But lost in all this are the important questions that need answering.   

Who were we created to be? 
Where does God want us to be? 

            This list could contain many other important questions, but the key is to deflect attention away from 
oneself and onto what God desires.  Because the opposite of control is trust we must take our concerns 
and place them into the hands strong enough to carry us through.  Trust that God has a bigger plan for 
you and will work good for those who love Him (Romans 8:28).  Believe that there is purpose beyond the 
finite time in your own life and believe that what you do matters.  Trust listens to the doctor but trusts the 
Healer.  It hears your financial planner but trusts the Provider.  It hears your humanity but trusts the Sav-
ior. 
            So many of us are obsessed with carrying the load of life alone.  We can provide for our families 
ourselves; we can raise our children; we can bear the burden of our lives upon our own shoulders.  How-
ever, we were not created to be independent units but to rely upon God for our provisions.  A story I 
shared in church a number of months ago illustrated the need to trust and relinquish 
control over my own life to God. ~ continued on page 2 ~ �

             My wife and I had recently bought a home together. With our educational loans and other various financial 
strains we were getting by on perhaps some thin ice.  A series of events transformed our trust in God’s provision 
when the bank called one evening.  Our loans were not going to be renewed and had been put into immediate re-
payment.  I was still using the money to work towards finishing my Bachelor of Commerce.  We didn’t possess the 
ability to add two student loan bills every month to our lives.  We had also recently committed to giving to God what 
He is entitled, trusting that things would be ok.  We had less than 24 hours to find some money for our mortgage 
and other bills because the bank had frozen our accounts for repayment.  That afternoon someone to whom I had 
mentioned the problem offered to pay all our debt and have us pay it back at our discretion.  We received almost 
$27,000 as a loan and a solution to this problem from an unlikely source, but it is not an unlikely answer.  My wife 
and I know that God is the reason that this happened this way.  Because we choose to trust Him and hold to our 
commitment even when it got hard that He carried us through.  Because we let go of control things were fine.   
             Through being a part of Discovery Church God has shown us other areas in our lives where the same story 
holds true. We work hard to do what God calls us to do in order to see those stories played out as well.  I don’t have 
the answers to the world’s problems, I can only control what I do – how I respond –  and I choose to trust God.  He 
is in Control!
